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 1. EXPLANATORY NOTE
The program of entrance examinations to the master's degree in 41.04.05 «International relations» the program «Contemporary Foreign Affairs» is based on the requirements of the Federal State Educational Standard of Higher professional Education and is focused on the final bachelor's level in the direction of training 41.03.05 International Relations. The program is implemented in English and assumes that the incoming students have knowledge of the history of international relations of modern times and world politics, knowledge of a foreign language (Russian, English). The training is carried out in English.

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Evaluation criteria
0-9 points are awarded to an applicant who does not know a significant part of the program material, makes significant mistakes. The applicant discovers a superficial knowledge of the program material (the main provisions and representatives of theoretical approaches), does not orient himself in the special literature, has a weak command of the conceptual apparatus. During the entrance tests, the applicant finds it difficult to answer the questions posed. The answer to theoretical questions indicates a lack of understanding of the questions posed.
10-22 points are awarded to an applicant who, when answering theoretical questions, made several significant mistakes in the interpretation of fundamental concepts and found insufficient and in-depth knowledge of the program material. The logic and completeness of the answer suffer from noticeable flaws. Weak argumentation and inability to present the material logically are demonstrated. The applicant admits gaps in the knowledge of the main scientific schools on the subject and methodological approaches. The scientific provisions are presented in general sufficiently, but with omissions of the material characterizing the development of the issue, the multidimensional nature of the phenomenon and its scientific discussion are poorly shown. The answer is not logically constructed enough and is mainly descriptive, not conceptual.

There is no understanding/weak understanding of the applicability of the theoretical approach to the analysis of topical issues, there are no examples of the material presented.

The propositions put forward are declared, but are argued with the help of leading questions. The applicant finds it difficult to establish inter- and intra-subject connections. 

23-34 points are awarded to an applicant who has given answers to all theoretical questions, demonstrated a reasoned presentation of the material, but the sequence, presentation of the material is presented in a chaotic and confusing order

In general, problematic issues are presented taking into account the existing set of scientific and practical approaches. The applicant is guided by the mandatory special literature, confirms the propositions put forward by examples, knows how to logically construct an answer, does not allow inaccuracies. The ability to apply a theoretical approach to the analysis of topical issues is demonstrated, examples from foreign regional studies are given. 35-50 points are awarded to the entrant who gave full, detailed answers to all theoretical questions of the ticket, demonstrated a logical and reasoned presentation of the material,

unmistakable knowledge of scientific terminology, in-depth knowledge of the main provisions and representatives of theoretical approaches, a high level of proficiency in methods of working with sources, knowledge of the history of the problems involved, knowledge of specialized literature on all the issues under consideration, including the latest, the ability to apply theoretical data in practical work. The applicant answered all additional questions without difficulty.

Shows an analytical approach in highlighting various concepts, positions, substantiates his point of view, establishes meaningful intersubject and intrasubject connections. He is able to formulate his thoughts in a logical, literary and professionally competent, detailed and reasoned manner in accordance with the plan. The answer is characterized by independence of judgments.
Applicants who have received from 0 to 10 points at the entrance tests are eliminated from the enrollment competition.
